4. EVENT RELATED MATTERS
4.1 Club
4.1.1Rallysprint Standing RegulationsStage 1 and 2 Rallysprint

Following the recent application for a Tarmac Stage 1 Rallyspgmm€ommission discussed
the possibility of describing criteria to adopt when considering applications for Stage 1 or 2
Rallysprints. Existing criteria cover only gravel events.

The Commission also considered that the risk profile for cHzased Tarmac Rgsprints
was very @nilar to entry level Speed everg which do not require roll cages. The
Commission will consider whethersamilar risk matrix should be adopted following advice
from the Executive Officer.

4.2 State

The Commission was provided kvia brief report by all Commissioners on the status of
current Statebased activities.Several states reported Road access was an isshethe

ACT andNSW particularly being impacted at present. Rally registration for cars in NSW is
also a hot issue W competitors. All states aside from NSW reported that their registration
schemes foRallyvehicles were operating effectively.

4.3 ARC/APRC
4.3.1ARC Sporting Regulations

The Commission discussed the situation with the late announcement of titeottyre and
consequent issues with timely revision of the 2010 ARC Sporting and Technical Regulations.

The Commission agreed that it be a priority for the 2011 amendments to be considered and
in place by December 2010.

The CommissioRESOLVED APPR®Ethe following amendments to the 2010 Australian
Rally Championship Sporting and Technical Regulations, Article 19 Awards;

19.2.2Two Wheel Drive Australian Rally Champion Driver andiZwver

The award will be based on points fdapings amongst all eligible vehicles (ie, places
gained by noreligible vehicles will be disregarded). All events will be counted in
determining the winners.

4.3.3 ARC Commercial Update

4.3.4 Classic Competition with the ARC

The Commission discussed a proposal to include a showcase Classic Competition at ARC
events. The Commission noted that the CAMS Board recently agreed totatoinew
Zealand registered rally cars to compete in Australian competitions.

The Commission considered the options for formats that could be used in a showcase
competition and agreed that classic cars could run in advance of the ARC providing
organisersould provide for a zero car between Classic and ARC field.

The CommissioRESOLVED APPROVHe following amendments to the Classic Rally Cars
Regulations;

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Please note ARCom has determined that Classic Rally Cars will not be considered for Australian Championship
status unless they comply with PRC technical regulations..

4.4 APRC

The Commission disceed the 2010 International Rally of Queensland that forms Round 5
of the 2010APRC. The organisers have recently applied for a waiver from the FIA regarding
some aspects of international apparel requirements and maximum stage length to enable
the event toexceed the maximum stage length of 33km

The Commission also discussed rejoining in the APRC and the inconsistencies with current

Australian Rally Championship regulations that will need to be managed in Rally
Queensland.

5. TECHNICAL

5.1 Group N(P)

5.1.1Corolla

It was noted by the CAMS Technical and Safety Department tloatpGy (P) Corolla cars
that will be running in the 2010 Championship under new ownership were subject to a
technical dispensation applying to suspension components which expirdtie end of

Commission will consider any strong argument why further dispensasioogld continue

to be granted. However, thewners of any vehicles using these bearing systems should be
made aware that they should plan to make the necessary changes to the vehicles for the
2011 competition season.
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5.2 Historic Rally Car Regulations

A recommendation was received from the lgist RallyAssociatiorfor amendments to the
current Historic Rally Car Regulations which form a part of the CAMS Manual of Motor
Sport.

The Commission accepted the proposal from the Historic Rally AssociatiohP&RTRIOVED
the amendments to the HistoricaRy Car Regulations. Refer Appendix A.

5.3 Tarmac Rally Wheel Sizes (refer Bulletin B10/020)3

A recommendation was received from the Tarmac Rally Working Group requesting that the
regulations be amended to allow smaller dimension wheels than origaraMfl, M2 and

M3 Modern Tarmac Rally Cars. It has been noted by some competitors that obtaining a
suitable tyre produced for tarmac rallying in the dimensions of the original wheel is
becoming increasingly difficult.

6.1 Spectator Control

The Commission discussed a revised Rally Spectator Control Procedures document for
organisers.

This document had been reviewed by the Commission and advice sought from all State Rally
Panels. T& Commission further revised some language to remove the impression of
compulsion in relation to some requiremerfefer AppendiB.

The Commission was provided an overview by Mr Andvismager, Motor Sport Safety and
Technical An Inquiry into the accident is to be set up. The Comnnissilb be advised ats
progress.

7. COMPETITOR LICENSING

7.1 Observed Licence Testing

It was reported to the Commission that the new process for the Observed Licence Testing
(ie: not being required for applicants over the age of 25 and with 5 years expejién
working well. In order to ensure that this approach continues to evolve, the Commission
invites any feedback. Clubs are invited to provide mentors to assisbducing new
Competitorsto the sport.

8. OFFICIALS LICENSING

The Commission discussecdetbhanges to the officials licensing system being enacted by the
AOC.The Chairman is to draft a version on the Commissions view on the structure of
officialslicensingthat best suits the rally discipline and to circulate to the Commission for
comment.

Report on take up of rally officials licences is to be sought from the AOC.
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9. GENERAL

9.1 Simplifying Rules for Simple Events

The Commission discussed the requirements currently imposed on events in order to run an
event in the effort to simplify and stamline. The Commission noted that existing rules

CAMS obligations are thought to be of limited value.

The Commission would consider ways to streamline the processes involved with applying
for a CAMS rally event permit.

The Commission ultimately would like to communicate with Clubs running events under
alternate sanctioning bodies to determine the spaxieasons why the obligations of these
sanctioning bodies are thought to be less onerous than CAMS.

Mr Dudok is to develop a recommendation to the Commission to assist.

9.2 Improving Communications with Grassroots Members

The Commission discussed tkiad of messages the Commission would like to promote to
and receive from all its stakeholders.

The use of an open forum had been effective but was not affordable on an ongoing basis.
Improved use ofally.com.auas a resource was discussed with thisbsite becoming the
resource location for all National and State Rally infation. The need to include state
events results on the website would be recommended the ARC as part of the website
review.

The Commission recommended updating the website homegageflect the latest news

and current content, with some other minor chges. Mr Macneall is to be tasked with
detailing these amendments and request them to be made. It was also recommended that

9.3 Fees and Charges

The Commission discussed the current fees and charges structure in place, with a view of
simplifying it within the Rally Disciplink.has been the Commissions desire to enact a new
structure that more appropriatelyeflects the risk of claims and is based related to the
distance of an event. The Commission considers that overall any changes should be revenue
neutral for organisers.

9.5 Rally Car Registration Schemes

The Commission discussed the current health of Rally Car Registration Schemes in all States.
It was noted that edt state has different approaches.

The Commission considered that communication ¢fSthtes requirements would be a
valuable exercis¢o aid competitors in understanding the processes in each state. It was
noted that all bar NSW are generally acceptfighe current regulatory approaches.

9.6 ARCom Submission and Decision Process

The Commission discussed a more streamlined process in receiving recommendations or
submissions to the Commission. Currently the Australian Motor Race Commission has
enactal a process whereby submissions to the Commission are divided into three areas of
Decision, Discussion, or Informati¢tapers, which in effect streamline the consideration
processes.

The Executive Officer is to send examples of thes@lt©ommissionerfor comment and to
then enact the process going forward.

1. THE SPIRIT OF THE REGULATIONS

1.1 The purpose of this category of rallying is to emulate, as far as possible, the
rallying of cars which were in series production before 1 January 1968 (Category
1), 1 January 1976 (Category 2), 1 January 1968 (Group H68) and 1 January
1981 (Group H81) respectively. Any eligibility matter shall be interpreted and
applied in accordance with the spirit of these regulations.

1.2 The car must be a series production vehicle, manufactured before 1 January
1968, or 1 January 1981 as appropriate. Vehicles will be recognised on the date
that the first vehicle of the series was produced.

In cases where the production of a model commenced before the cut-off date
and continues after that date, vehicles actually manufactured after this date are
considered to be eligible provided they were produced to exactly the same
specification as vehicles built prior to tF
run-ono, terminates upon a change in vehicle
implemented having been implemented by the vehicle manufacturer.

1.3 The mechanical preparation of vehicles should conform to the techniques and

components in general use in the relevant period. The use of technology, parts or

equipment not available within the relevant period is not within the Spirit of these

Regulations. Optional components must be clearly identified in the
manufacturerds original workshop manual . Hc
in establishing eligibility but may not always be accepted as absolute proof of

eligibility. In cases where the production of a vehicle or component prior to the

relevant cut-off date is questionable, clear proof of volume production prior to the

date must be provided by the competitor.

Historic Rally Cars

Technical Regulations
2. GENERAL

2.1 At all times the onus of proof of eligibility of the car and its components shall
rest with the competitor.

2.2 Vehicles shall be required to comply with ifiSchedule R i Requirements for All
Rally Cars" of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport unless specified otherwise in
these regulations, in which case these regulations shall take precedence.

2.3 Except as provided for by these Regulations, vehicles shall be presented in
Series Production specification. Any optional components shall be clearly
identified in the manufactur er 6 s wor kshop manual or acce:
have been generally available for sale to the public.

Note: FIA Homologation Papers may assist in the establishing eligibility, but
may not necessarily be regarded as absolute proof of eligibility. In cases where
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the production of a vehicle or component prior to the relevant cut-off date is
guestionable, clear evidence of volume production prior to that date must be
provided by the competitor.

3. BODYWORK/EXTERIOR

3.1 The bodywork and fittings  must be supplied by the manufacturer; however
minor variations in vehicle trim (for example between international markets) which
have no performance advantage shall not render a vehicle ineligible.
Strengthening of the bodyshell is permitted provided that the material used follows
the original shape and is in contact with it.

3.2 The use of body fairings designed to improve the aerodynamic form of the
vehicle are not permitted unless available as a Series Production item from the
vehicle manufacturer for the make and model concerned

3.3 The use of undertrays for the sole purpose of protecting mechanical
components is permitted.

3.4 Mudguard edges may be rolled over but the original mudguard profile must
be maintained. Mudguard flares or extensions are not permitted unless available
as a Series Production item from the vehicle manufacturer for the make and
model concerned.

3.5 All categories of Historic Rally Cars are encouraged to adopt period livery.

3.6 The Series Production bumper bars must be fitted. Ends of bumper bars
must turn towards the body sufficiently to avoid any risk of hooking or grazing.

3.7 Lighting must comply with Article 4 of Schedule R, save that no more than
six forward facing headlamps may be fitted. The use of period style lighting is
encouraged. The replacement of a rectangular headlamp by circular one/s or vice-
versa fitted on a support corresponding to the dimensions of the aperture and
sealing it completely is allowed. No change to shape of the coachwork may result.

3.8 Roof vents are permitted, but they must be on the forward one-third of the
roof, so that their open side faces forward, and their vertical opening is not greater
than 10cm.

3.9 The use of window material (front, side or rear) other than the material
supplied by the manufacturer is forbidden.

4. COCKPIT/INTERIOR

4.1 All trim panels and dash padding must be retained, but they may be locally
modified to facilitate the fitting of rollover protection, navigation equipment and/or
additional instruments. Floor coverings, headlining and insulating material may be
modified_removed.

4.2 The steering wheel may be replaced provided the replacement wheel is not
less than 300mm in diameter, unless the original wheel was of lesser diameter, in
which case a replacement of at least equal diameter is acceptable.

4.3 Front seats may be replaced. Seats complying with Schedule C of the

AnGener al Requirements for Cars and Driver sc
or which are homologated by the FIA are recommended. Rear seats may be

removed.

4.4 Additional instruments  may be fitted. Period style navigation equipment is
encouraged but is not mandatory. Satellite navigation equipment (GPS or similar)
is not permitted.

5. ENGINE

5.1 The Series Production cylinder block and head casting must be employed.
These items may be modified, provided that such modification is effected only by
the removal of metal and that their origin is always able to be established.
Mechanical modifications may be made provided the following restrictions are
observed.

5.2 Except for the number of camshafts and the number of bearings, the
camshatft is free, as are the valve timing and lift. Camshaft pulleys, belts and
timing chains and their sprockets are free, save that they retain the original drive
system.

5.3 Subject to 5.1 and 5.2 above, the internal components of the engine are free.

5.4 Engine ancillaries such as alternators, starter motors, fuel pumps, ignition
systems and cooling fans are free.

5.5 For carburetted cars, the inlet manifold is free. The make, type and number
of carburettor /s are free, subject to the carburettor/s fitted being of a type
commercially available in the relevant period.Inlet and exhaust manifolds:

5.6 Forced induction or fuel injection is not permitted unless such induction
method was available in series production for the vehicle in the relevant period, in
which case the series production components in their entirety (including control
components) must be utilised.

Note: Inclusion of these vehicles is also subject to the Supplementary
Regulations for individual events.

5.7 The exhaust system in its entirety is free, subject to compliance with relevant
noise limits.

6. TRANSMISSIONS

6.1 The gearbox may be replaced, provided any replacement is from the same
manufacturer as the Series Production item, and is able to be fitted without
modification to the bodyshell other than the cutting of a hole to facilitate the fitting
of the gearstick and the drilling of holes to attach mounting brackets.

6.2 The maximum permitted number of forward gear ratios is five (5). The internal
components of the gearbox are otherwise free.

6.3 The final drive and housing must be of the same type as the original. The
method of attachment to the bodyshell must be the same as the original.

7. SUSPENSION

7.1 Suspensi on and steering must be of the original design, using Series
Production major components, which may be strengthened or modified. Springs
and are free

7.2 The original form of steering and suspension joints  will be employed. In
particular, spherical rose joints are not permitted as replacements. Non metallic
bushing materials may be replaced by other non- metallic materials.

8. BRAKES

8.1 The original form of braking shall be employed. The major brake dimensions
(ie, disc diameter and thickness, calipers, drum diameter and shoe width) shall be
identical with the dimensions of those components supplied as original equipment
by the vehicle manufacturer of the make and model concerned, provided that the
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overall variation in diameter of such discs or drums of not more than 3mm shall be
permissible.

8.2 Notwithstanding regulation 7.1 and 8.1, for cars fitted with front drum brakes
as original equipment, disc brakes may be fitted to the front wheels provided they
are from the same vehicle manufacturer, and were made available in the relevant
period and the suspension is not otherwise modified.

8.3 Dual braking circuits  (including pedal boxes) are permitted, as is the
installation or removal of power brake assistance. The brake friction material is
free as is the method of attachment.

9. WHEELS & TYRES

9.1 Where the Series Production wheels are not utilised, the use of replacement
wheels similar in style and appearance to those available in the relevant periods is
encouraged

9.2 Rim width may not exceed 153mm (six inches) unless wider were fitted in
Series Production by the vehicle manufacturer on the make and model concerned,
in which case the original width may be used .Alloy wheels may be fitted provided
they are of a style and design available prior to the relevant cut-off date.

9.43 Wheel diameter may be varied by 26mm (one inch) up or down from
the manufacturerods specifications.

10. SAFETY EQUIPMENT

10.1 Safety equipment must comply with the requirements of the event. All
vehicles must carry in the passenger compartment a minimum of:

1 two reflective warning triangles

1 afirst aid kit (St John Ambulance or equivalent)

1 fire extinguisher/s of at least 2.0kg total capacity (dry chemical type); and
1 An OK/SOS Board;

Rally Spectator Safety Procedures
These procedures are to be applied to all Rallies and Trials

conducted under the authority of a CAMS Organising Permit

1. PREAMBLE

This document sets out theequirements of organisers of rallies and trials in relation to
spectators at their events.

If the sport of rallying is to continue to have spectators attend events, be lioeya fide
invited spectators (by selling/issuing tickets, spectator guides, rédir@ in magazines,
newspapers, web sites or television) or "friends of the sport" (service crews, friends of the
competitor) then the sport has a responsibility to ensure steps are taken to provide for the
safety of the spectating public as much as [lass

This "Rally Spectator Safety and Control Procedure” document sets out minimum conditions
which must be adhered to by organisers of all rallies and trials which are conducted under a
CAMS' permit.

It should be noted that any person attending ayalith the express purpose to view the
event or a portion thereof is considered to be a "spectator".

This applies to service crews and other interested parties whilst they are not actually
performing some other function. The requirements that apply tecptors also apply to
others whilst they are viewing the event.

2. MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

1. Each event designated a rally or trial where crews are permitted to drive outside the
provisions of normal civil traffic regulations shall provide at least qrextator point
from which spectators can see rally cars in competition (which may include a special
stage start), which must conform to the minimum requirements set out in this
document.

2. Each designated spectator point must be set up and equipped withindmum of
facilities as outlined in this document.

3. Spectator instructions must be issued and must conform to a minimum standard
format, and include the standard disclaimer available from CAMS, together with
standard advice on spectator safety. This aghsbould also be provided to residential
properties situated on competition stages.

4. Organisers must take reasonable steps to ensure that spectators use the designated
viewing points.

Appropriate steps to achieve this may include only publicisingdffieial spectator
points and also providing those spectator points with facilities that make them more
attractive to spectators than other locations.

The purpose of this is to ensure as far as possible spectators do not put themselves in
an uncontroled and norrisk managed location and to eliminate the likelihood of
accidents to the public occurring where organised help is not readily available.

While the above steps are designed to limit incidences, it is recognised that under some
circumstances [ectators may be present in locations outside the control of the
organisers, such as on private property adjacent to competitive stages. If the
Checker/course cars or other official identifies safety issues with the location of such
spectators, the Clerkfdhe Course shall consider the appropriate course of action.
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7.

Each event must designate a person who will be responsible to the Clérk Gburse
for the spectator control procedures as outlined in this paper.

For each spectator point, the orgaars must provide two diagrams, one of the "broad

nominating the designated viewing area/s, spectator access tracks and paths, controlled
spectator crossings (if used), direxti of competitor traffic, toilet, safe parking areas

etc.

Each designated spectator point shall be subject of a targeted risk assessment.

3. SELECTION OF SPECTATOR POINTS

It is essential that theClerk of the Coursexercises care in selecting spdctapoints.
The following comments are offered as a general guide:

Safety of the spectators and officials/marshals is paramount.

Consider possibilities of car run off and, taking a conservative approach, avoid
placement of the spectators in any areas ddesed anything other than highly
unlikely.

In selecting points consider the access roads to ensure they are wide enough for cars
to pass; and that spectators can pull well to one side when parking; also that there are
adequate parking facilities (takirigto account possible wet weather) for the type of
event you are conducting.

Consider the expected numbers of spectators and whether there is a suitable space
available for them to view the action.

Avoid having spectator and rally traffic (competitorsivége crews etc) on the same
road, particularly in opposing directions.

If a stage is held close to a main road it will likely attract spectators. If it is not possible
to control the spectators appropriately, the Organisers and the Checker should
carefully consider whether or not the stage is included in the event. .

Consider as carefully as possible the anticipated number of spectators expected at a
particular point and whether the point will hold this number (for viewing, access and
parking).

Provide enagh spectator points, or design the course in such a way, so as to ensure
that spectators are able to see action on a relatively constant basis from official
points.

4. LAYOUT OF SPECTATOR POINTS

The actual spectator area under the organiser's control is to be marked at each end,
and on both sides of the road. If spectators venture outside this area, they will be
consdered to be beyond the control of the organisers. They should be discouraged
from straying outside the designated area. If they have moved outside the spectator
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area, they should be politely asked to return to the area under control, while
explaining theeasons.

1 Where any super special, town or similar stages are proposed a plan of the area
showing spectator control and protection measures MUST be submitted to CAMS
National Office six weeks prior to the event.

1 The Spectator Point layout shall not be imfiict with the diagrams in the Appendix
unless a specific risk assessment has been undertaken which details further measures
or features of the terrain which will provide protection for spectators from competing
cars which have left the competition suréac

5. SPECTATOR INSTRUCTIONS

Some standard information must be included in printed spectator instructions. This will
include information pointing out the dangers of standing in "no go" areas; that the stage will
be cancelled if instructions are not ok, how to park; etc. as well as the traditional
insurance disclaimer.

Each diagram of the spectator points is to be accompanied by a legend with all of the
following details included:

- the road and direction of travel by competitors,

- location of buning defining the spectator area,

- location of any specifically no go areas,

- limits of the spectator area,

- controlled crossing locations (if used),

- toilet location,

- first aid.

6. ACTIVITY AT SPECTATOR POINTS

To ensure the spectator point @rrectly set up an accurate plan must be produced which
includes at least the details outlined in the Appendix Spectator Point diagram.

1 An appropriate number of Spectator Marshals shall be appointed to control the number of
spectators. If significant mabers of spectators are expected, two Spectator Marshals would
be the minimum numberequired

1 The Spectator Marshals must be readily identifiable. The Spectator Marshals must be
equipped with at least one whistle and if the rally is at night, a suitedstsh.

1 For ARC, tarmac rally and other events expected to attract significant numbers of spectators,
each designated spectator point must be equipped with a suitable public address system for
use by the Marshal in charge when needed. Where appropriateegaphone may be used as
an alternative to a PA system or if the spectator point and expected spectators are small
enough, this requirement may be waived by the Checker.

The route to spectator points must be clearly marked.
The area in which spectators maigw the rally is to be clearly defined with bunting or tape.

In situations where the viewing area is on both sides of the road, the only access will be via a
controlled crossing. Crossings are to be manned by only experienced marshals and it is

the course as directed by the marshal. No crossing is permitted once a whistle or Horn has
been sounded.
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In the event of a Rally Car incident within the spectator paone, the Marshal must ensure
that all spectators remain within the point perimeters.

The Marshal in charge at each Spectator Point must be given a copy of all Authority Forms,
which will be issued. This will prove the Spectator Marshal has authority.

TheMarshal in charge must be provided with a quantity of "Accident / injury Report Forms",
for any injury that may occur (e.qg. officials, spectators etc) together with a list of emergency
contacts.

The Spectator Marshal shall recommend to the Clerk of Caur&tage Commander to stop
the stage if it is believed the spectator control situation is "out of hand" and in their view an
injury may result.

Prior to the stage commencing, the Clerk of the Course shall confirm (possibly via the
Checker/course cars) thaach Marshal in charge is satisfied that their spectator point is set
up in accordance with the plan and is acceptable for competition conditions.

SPECTATOR CONTROL MARSHALS

When there is more than one spectator point active at one time, an eveotliave a

Each spectator point is to have one Marshal in charge, clearly identified as such.

The Clerk of Course shall ensure that marshiaéee been briefed on their
responsibilities regarding the advice they must provide to Event Command if it is
believed there is a risk to spectator safety. Any communications should only be carried

out by the Marshal in charge at the specific point. Thiy fp&in regard to either set up

of a point, including questioning the safety of the initial plan, or in relation to behaviour

of the spectators.

Spectator Marshals should be reminded that:
1 they are not permitted to drink or be affected by alcohol or peniance

impairing drugs when "on duty" (refer Drugs in Sport policy).
9 The use of cameras for photographing competing cars is not encouraged and
likely to be incompatible with their primary responsibilities.

WARNING OF APPROACHING CARS

It is recommendd that an audible warning device in the form of a horn, whistle and/or
other suitable method be used to warn of approaching cars at all relevant points,
particularly where intervals between cars may be inconsistent or extended.

Such warning of approachirmgrs is given because:

1 If cars arrive at less than the time to which spectators are accustomed, spectators
moving about may be caught unaware or "on the hop".

1 Some points may be set up so that cars cannot be heard from a distance that provides
adequate waning of their approach.

COMMUNICATIONS

Communication between the spectator point and rally headquarters or the Stage
Commander is compulsory. This may be by-timay radio or mobile phone.

This is to ensure marshals are able to inform rally headquad&any issues or emergencies
which in turn enables event command to alert the stage start to hold cars or dispatch
emergency vehicles accordingly.

ROLE OF CHECKER

The Checker is required to review the plan and risk assessment relating to eaatatkxsig
spectator point carefully.

He is the first independent person responsible to CAMS to view the event and has the

4. It is strongly recommended the spectator instructions are used to find your way aroun
the rally. There are risks such as meeting up with an oncoming rallgl@en a narrow
road, many roads in areas used by the rally may have s@astys, collapsed bridges, etc.
which are potentially hazardous for the driver. The main spectator route has bee
reviewed by event organisers and is considered the most appromaatte.
