TYRES

twelve Formula One teams were making ready for the
first day of their 2011 F1 season, they had to deal with
several hit and run rain showers and one real storm.

The wind was such that between showers, the rain

dried up.

Whereas the pace had been somewhat leisurely on Wednesday, it picked up Thursday as the teams put the final touches on their new race
cars. Scrutineering of sorts began on Thursday, with a six-hour window (10 am i 4 pm) given for the teams to complete their safety insp ections
by the CAMS (Confederation of Australian Motor Sports) F1 Scrutineers. Basically the teams had all their safetyrelated aspects checked for
compliance under FIA F1 rules and regulations.

Being the first race of t ls@ewsancanmmoymrvershhve a setffor eathalay.dordinarily thié couldgoe atime -
intensive process for the teams and inspectors, but this is Australia. Even though the AGP became the first race of the 2011 season at the last
mi nut e, i t 06 sacédse many timbsehatfSerutiseéringris a well-oiled machine which purred right along.

The apparel is checked for all the appropriate fire ratings and even colour. Under the wrong conditions, a driver could be poisoned by dye. The
helmets are not only checked for the latest Snell rating, they are all physically massaged by the Scrutineer to checks for cracks, flaws, bumps or
anything which could comprise the integrity of the helmet. Not much chance of that since most helmets are brand new for this race. The
mandatory HANS device also is checked for its FIA labels. The F1 teams are licensed by HANS to manufacture their own devices.

Other required safety compliances include brake assemblies; wheel locks; wheel tethers (first mandated in F1 and now in most major racing
series); fire extinguisher installation, setup and location; chassis numbers; seat belts -installation and ratings; cockpit opening; and even the
glass in the rear view mirrors.

In addition to the safety compliances, the teams are allowed to tak e their cars to the weight platform where they can themselves do various
checks. The first FIA race car scrutineering is after the second Friday practice, and the legality/compliance inspection occurs after Qualifying.
Additionally, the top ten qualifiers are taken to Parc Ferme.

Pirelli, the 2011 F1 tire supplier, has announced the six colours it will use to make visible distinctions between the tyres. This concept has
already been used in other series, such as IndyCar. The list is: Wet i orange: Intermed iate i light blue; Super soft i red; Soft i yellow; Medium
T white; and Hard 1 silver. To further the distinction between prime and option tyres, Pirelli is, depending on track conditions, offering at least a
one-step compound difference between the tyres nominated for each race. For Australia that will be hard and soft compounds, silver and
yellow. If the weather continues as it has been and is forecast, you could also see blue and orange tyres.

Every year CAMS and the Australn Motorsport community welcome a large number of International Officials to Albert Park for the QANTAS
Formula 1 Australian Grand Prix and 2011 is no different. Having travelled to Las Vegas for a NASCAR Truck Series in 2006 | &n personally tell
you that you build unique friendships with fellow officials around the world that can last a lifetime.

One of the things the new FIA Volunteers and Race Officials Commissionwant to do is help officials work motorsports events in other countries.
Australia must have it down pat. This year there are 48 officials in a wide variety of specialties working the AGP. Many are repeaters. Among
the represented specialties are Communications, Equipment, (can you just imagine an A Team in South Korea?), Fire & Rescue, lag Marshals,
Marshal Services, Medical, & Grid, Track Marshals, Race Admitistration, Scrutineers, Support Paddak, Timing and Vehicle Recovery

The country breakdown is: Canada - one; France - one; New Zealand - two; Singapore - 24; South Korea - 11; Spain - two; United Kingdom -
five; and United States i two. Every year it seems that the number of overseas visitors grows. Part of that is explained by the number of race
officials in other countries who come to Australia to join the volunteer team.

CAMS hae trained officials for Bahrain, Korea, Malaysia and Singapore. Thanks to McLaren, the FIA Institute has money to spend on such
things as training, environmental and sustainable issues. The FIA Institute has three levels of trainers, and only two countr ies are considered to
be the Gold Standard - Australia and MSAE from England. The other two categories are Silver and Bronze An ASN can register to become a
regional training provider.

SATURDAY REVIEW FROM LYNNE

The weather was at least dry Saturday afternoon for the final Formula One
practice at Albert Park. If this keeps up, we could see a dry Qantas Australian
Grand Prix in Melbourne Sunday evening. The temperature gauge was 61
degrees F'16.9 C.whatever it was, the times kept dropping.

SEBASTIAN VETTEL/Red Bull Racing wound up on top with a new fast lap of
1:24.507. He took the time away from his teammate, MARK WEBBER of
Australia. Other leaders during the hour-long session were Rookie SERGIO
PEREZ/Sauber F1 Team; and HEIKKI KOVALAINEN/Team Lotus, making up
for lost time after yesterday having to share one car with his teammate,
JARNO TRULLI, after the reserve driver, K CHANDHOK, drove it into the wall
on his Out Lap.

Included in the top ten were LEWIS HAMILTON and JENSON BUTTON/Vodafone McLaren Mercedes; VITALY PETROV/Lotus Renault GP;
FERNANDO ALONSO/Scuderia Ferrari Marlboro; KAMUI KOBAYASHI/Sauber F1 Team; NICO ROSBERG/Mercedes GP Petronas F1 Team; NICK
HEIDFELD/Lotus Renault @, filling in this season for the injured ROBERT KUBICA; and MICHAEL SCHUMACHER/Mercedes GP Petronas F1
Team.

All 24 drivers were on course, albeit for varying amounts of time. Two drivers turned 18/the most laps: Petrov and JARNO TRULLI/Team Lotus.
The HRT drivers both were on course, albeit for the fewest laps of any. NARAIN KARTHIKEYAN turned five laps, while VITANTONIO LUIZ| did
his garage to garage lap again. They're making progress.

There are four Stewards making the decisions this weekend - Former F1 driver and 1991 winner, JOHNNY HERBERT as the designated driver;
PAUL GUTJAHR of Switzerland, past President of many Swiss automotive organizations, and a F1 Steward since 1995; STEVE STRWGELL of
England, member of the Motor Sports Councikincluding joining its National Court, steward in many high -level motorsports events, and Chairman
of Support Race Stewards at the British Grand Prix for five years; and local Steward STEVE CHOPPING, who has been the Austiah ASN F1
Steward before. He is the Pemanent Chairman of the Stewards V8 Supercar Championship Series, among other appointments.

Among the decisions they've made so far was to approve three reserve drivers for Friday morning practice - the ill-fated KARUN CHANDHOK for
JARNO TRULLI/Team LotusNICO HULKENBURG for PAUL Di RESTA/Force India F1 Team; and Australian DANIEL RICHARD for JAIME
ALGUERSUARI/Scuderia Toro Rosstlulkenberg celebrated his ride by (barely) speeding in Pit Lane, earning a $600 Euro fine.

There has been a lot of discussion regarding the Driver Adjustable bodywork. Within an hour of the first Friday practice session, F1 Race
Director, CHARLIE WHITING, issued a Team Note which confirmed for safety reasonshe driver adjustable bodywork could not be operated in
any practice or qualifying session if the car is running intermediate or wet tires. Disobedient drivers would be reported to the Stewards for a
breach of "dangerous construction."
