To update the Speed Events Standing Regulations to reflect the recent change to allow 
inexperienced drivers to have a passenger in the form of an instructor for non-
competitive/untimed activities. 

 

ACTION: 

Amend: Speed Events Standing Regulations 13. Passengers 
 
13. PASSENGERS 

Inexperienced drivers (either Juniors or Adults) may carry a passenger as an instructor in 
non-competitive/untimed activity only, subject to prior approval by the Clerk of the 
Course. Any instructor must be over 18 and hold a CAMS and civil driver’s licence and 
comply with the safety requirements for apparel including helmet and use of seat belt. 
Instructors must sign the appropriate indemnity form. 
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
