2010 Australian Modern Tarmac Rally
Championship Sporting Regulations Amendment 1

RATIONALE:

To clarify eligibility within nominated classes and to make reference to the CAMS Manual of
Motor Sport, General Conditions for all Titles in the event of a tie.

ACTION:

To amend The 2010 Australian Modern Tarmac Rally Championship Sporting Regulations
Article 1.2 Vehicle Eligibility as follows:

a) Early Modern - 1982 up t01990 valued for retail sale under $140,000 as a new
automobile in Australia (prices listed in The Red Book), complying with M1. Capacity
classes shall be:

(i) Up to 2500cc
(ii) 2500cc to 3500cc
(iii) 3500cc to 4500cc
(iv) Over 4500cc

b) Late Modern - 1990 up to 1997, valued for retail sale under $140,000 as a new
automobile in Australia (prices listed in The Red Book), complying with M1. Capacity
classes shall be:

(i) Up to 2500cc
(ii) 2500cc to 3500cc
(iii) 3500cc to 4500cc
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(iv) Over 4500cc

c)Contemporary - 1998 onwards, valued for retail sale under $140,000 as a new
automobile in Australia (prices listed in The Red Book), complying with M1. Capacity
classes shall be:

(i) Up to 2500cc
(i) 2500cc to 3500cc
(iif) 3500cc to 4500cc
(iv) Over 4500cc

d) “Exotic Cars” valued for retail sale as a new automobile in Australia at $140,000 and
over (prices listed in The Red Book), complying with M1.

e) Group M5 vehicles.

General Note 'Prices as listed in the Redbook or if not available by reference to other
manufacturer or distributor pricing information'

To amend The 2010 Australian Modern Tarmac Rally Championship Sporting Regulations
Article 7.1 General Conditions (iii) Category Winners as follows:

(iii) Category Winners

There will be an award for the winning driver and co-driver in the Early Modern, Late
Modern, Contemporary, Exotic Cars and Group M5 categories.

Points will be awarded on the following basis:

Position |1 2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9 10

Points 40 (30 |22 |18 |14 |10 |8 6 4 2

In Early Modern, Late Modern and Contemporary categories, points will be accumulated by
capacity class and the winner will be the driver/co-driver with the most capacity class points
in each category.

In Exotic Cars and Group M5 there are no capacity classes and the winner will be the
driver/co-driver with the most category points.

In the case of a tie for Category Awards at the end of the Championship, the highest outright
finishing driver/co-driver will be awarded the category winner. If there continues to be a tie
then the positions shall be determined by the greater number of higher placings (as per
CAMS Manual, Article 4 of the General Conditions for all Titles).
